The Hume literature from 1925 to 1976 has been
thoroughly covered in my book Fifty Years of Hume Scholar-
ship: A Bibliographical Guide (Edinburgh University Press,
1978; £ 7.00), which also lists the main earlier writings
on Hume. Publications of the years 1977 to 1979 were liste
in Hume Studies for the last three Novembers.
